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Highlights

[1 Consolidated revenues of Q32010 equal to €35.3 million, with a strong growth
(+21.1%) compared to €29.2 million in Q32009

[1 Consolidation of the progressive growth in all business units that fully absorbs the
decline in revenues in the Information Displays sector

[1The decline in the LCD sales has been completely offset by the introduction of new
products in all the other markets and is now irrelevant in terms of perspectives

[] Consolidated gross profit equal to €14.5 million (41.1%), up from €12.6 million
(43.3%) in Q32009
[1 Consolidated gross margin slightly lower than the two previous quarters 2010: the

decrease of a few percentage points is due to the combined effect of the different product
mix and the extra costs associated with the decline in the LCD business

[] Consolidated operating profit positive and equal to €2.4 million, with a strong growth
compared to an operating loss of -€0.6 million in Q32009

[] Operating expenses (€12.7 million) lower than those of the previous year to (€13.2
million) and aligned with those of the first two quarters 2010, confirming the strict policies in
place, despite the detrimental effect of exchange rates

[] Consolidated EBITDA equal to €5.8 million (or 16.4%) in Q32010

Information Displays sector

[1 For 2011, expectations for sales of new products in the fields of industrial
applications and semiconductors are still very good; excellent market prospects
also in the industrial SMA sector

L] For the future, in order to offset the slight decline in margins resulting from the
different product mix, it has been planned to intensify the action of costs
containment, strengthening the strict policies adopted so far
